+ Today, over 180,000 Ontarians have dementia. By 2020, that number is expected to
rise to 40% to 255,0001

*  The prevalence of dementia has risen from 13% to 42% across all LHINs2

* 17% of all Canadian families include a member with Alzheimer’s disease. 36% of all
Canadians know someone with Alzheimer’s diseases

+ Over 70% of those living in Ontario’s long-term care homes have Alzheimer’s
disease or a related dementia4

*  67% of home care clients with dementia live with their primary caregiver

+ Almost always a spouse or adult child and these caregivers experience three times
higher amounts of stress compared to other caregiverss

+ Dementia accounted for ~25% of Alternative Level of Care (ALC) hospitalizations
and 34% of ALC dayss
